TRACING
We deliver family tracing services for adoption agencies in NI, 
our own tracing services for those who wish to avail and also provide family tracing and information recovery fo those linked to Mother & Baby homes, Magdalene Laundries & Workhouses in NI.

INTERMEDIARY
Our service is designed to ensure individuals establish contact safely and at a pace that suits both parties.

SUPPORT
We deliver a varied range of support, to suit individuals who contact or are referred to us.  This includes peer support, professional one-to-one support and group support.

SPECIALIST COUNSELLING
Counselling is available for those who feel it is right for them.  Our counsellors are registered members of BACP and specialise in the issues that surround the adoption and looked after communities.

EVENT OVERVIEW
Thank you for registering for “Out of the Night into the Light”. Our aim is for everyone involved to have a safe & memorable experience on Slieve Donard, to raise awareness of the work of Adopt NI and of course, ultimately to raise some much-needed money to help us to continue our vital work.
SAFETY
Without being overly melodramatic you will be walking in potentially dangerous conditions with the added difficulty of doing so in the dark. Ultimately you are the person with the greatest responsibility for your own safety, only you can wear suitable clothing and footwear, only you can watch where every foot is placed and only you can co-operate with the marshals at the start and other checkpoints along the way.
You should bear in mind that this is not a race. We do not want anyone to miss the sunrise having set off too late & by the same token we do not want others hanging about on the summit waiting for the sunrise. Our start time is designed to suit most abilities and allow time for those who need additional breaks. Please also see the kit list in this pack.  Your registration fee covers insurance as well as breakfast and goodie bag on completion.
REGISTRATION ON THE DAY
While you will have registered for the event in advance you are also required to physically register your attendance on the day. Registration will open at 2.45am 30 minutes prior to the allocated start time at 3.15am and you will be allocated a wrist band and number for the event.
START & CLIMB
When your group are called to the start you will go through the first checkpoint and be counted onto the mountain. Please ensure that you go through this “gate” as if you are missed at this point then we do not know that you are on the mountain and if anything happens to you we will not know to look for you! Please be patient with the marshals and remember that they are there primarily for your safety & have volunteered! This also applies at all other checkpoints along the way.
SUNRISE
Sunrise at sea level on the day is at 06.15am so from the summit shortly after.  Assuming we all make it to the summit and see a glorious sunrise, a group photograph will be taken and emailed out to all you.
DESCENT
Please descend in an orderly fashion.  It is a sad fact that more injuries occur going down mountains than up them! You will again be passing through the checkpoints and your patience at each checkpoint is essential if we are to know where walkers are at any given time.
FINISH
Once you have completed the event it is essential that you register the fact, collect your goodie bag & breakfast voucher – if you don’t we’ll spend the rest of the day looking for you when you are tucked up at home!
FINALLY – ENJOY!

KIT LIST

•	FOOD & DRINK (absolutely NO alcohol).  Please note that while there may be plenty of water along the way none of it can safely be considered drinking water.  So, everything that you will need to eat and drink during the event will have to be carried –by you.  It recommended that you take a flask of tea or coffee as you may enjoy this at the top if waiting for the sun!
